Simon says: One difbculty , Jenny, is that
if an amateur wins, in order to accept the
priz e they must forfeit their amateur status

The R&A have ruled that the retail value must
not exceed £500. If a player decidesto accept a
prize in excessof this limit and thereby forfet
amaeur staus they may be required to seve a
period of up to two years bdore reinstaement.

The R&A alsomakeit clear that they should
not be put into this awkward and embamrassing
position and therefore strongy discouragesud
lavish prizs

Incidentally the odds of an average player
makingan ace have been calculded at 12,000to
1, but it depends on the length and difpculty of
the hole For the sameholg the pro@ oddsare
about 3000 to 1.

Of course there is no problem with a
professional accepting the prize! Your
committee may wish to consider having
two prizes - one for professionals and one
with a retail value of less than £500 for
amateur s.
